That’s how Lynlee Phillips de-
scribes her performances as of late.
For opponents, consistent doesn’t
necessarily mean her performances
have peaked.

Phillips, a senior at Shawnee
High School, swept the field events
as the Renegades, ranked No. 2 in the
Courier-Post Top 20 Poll, won the 61st
annual Burlington County Girls’
Track and Field Championships at
Maple Shade High School Saturday.
Phillips also set the meet record in
the javelin with a throw of 144-2,
breaking the previous mark of 1365
set-by Pemberton’s Lillian Rivera in
1983.

“I'm happy with the way I've been
throwing,” said Phillips, who set a
personal mark of 150-11 at the Penn
Relays two weeks ago. “You try to
improve a little each week and peak
at the right time. I did want to sweep
the field events. Last week Betsy
(Kennedy of Delran) beat me in the
discus. Betsy’s a friend of mine and
it’s a little rivalry. But I also knew a
sweep would help the team.”

“Usually teams don’t come to-
gether early. The field, distance and
sprints all stay separate.
